2.  When an individual has a certificate of MGIB eligibility from the VA, he/she will not only likely get paid his/her benefits more quickly from the school, but many times the individual actually receives better treatment from the school(s).  They are in a better position to "shop around."


	3.  Also, the NMCRS will offer short-term interest free "bridge" loans to Sailors who have an MGIB certificate of eligibility.  By showing their MGIB certificates, the student can get the loan needed to pay for the tuition at registration time.  When the Sailor receives his/her first MGIB payment check from DVA, he/she then will repay the loan to NMCRS.

Question: I have used 9 semester hours this FY and I know I have 3 semester hours left.  The next course I need is 4 semester hours.  Should I write 3 or 4 semester hours on the TA Application.


Answer: Always put the actual number of hours of your course on the TA Application since the TA Application is a record if any questions arise.  The most important reason to document the correct number of hours is the fact that any unpaid tuition on the TA form 


may be applied towards your GI Bill benefits under the Top-Up Program!  In your case you had 1 semester hour that was not covered under TA because you had reached your FY cap.  That one-hour of tuition could be paid for through the Top-Up part of your GI Bill.  You may apply for your GI Bill using the same VA forms that those who are out of the military using their GI Bill use.
