Navy College Learning Center (NCLC)


The NCLC is a free, computer-based classroom where students choose their own schedule and work at their own pace and ability level.  Twenty-nine interactive courses cover math, writing, reading, science, social studies, and more.  After studying at the NCLC, students are better prepared for college, CLEP, the SAT, ACT, ASVAB, and GED.  Active-duty, reservists, retirees, and adult family members are eligible.  Sea Cadets, JROTC and DEP candidates may also attend the center.

Designate an NCLC expert at your command

ASVAB PREPARATION CLASS


Two weeks to a better ASVAB score


At the NCLC, students preparing to retake the ASVAB usually study a couple hours a day, a few days a week, for as long as it takes to meet the re-testing requirements.  This flexibility has encouraged more Sailors to participate, but they often need several months to prepare for the test.  A new program invites commands to allow members to devote two consecutive weeks of full-time study to ASVAB preparation.





The ASVAB Preparation Class meets four hours daily, Mon.-Fri.  To be eligible to retake the ASVAB at the end of the class, Sailors must complete the NCLC courses in language arts, reading and math.  If they do not, Sailors may continue their study on a different schedule or enroll in the next class, with command approval.





Space is limited to four students per class session, and enrollment is taken on a first-come, first-served basis.  Command approval is required.  Call 688-6794 to register or stop by Bldg. 2A.

What Will Students Learn?  Exponents, square roots, variables, monomials, binomials, linear equations, quadratic equations, percents, mean, median, mode, and probability.  Includes pretests to assess a student’s current skill level.





How Much Time?  On average, ten hours.





Best Uses?  Preparing for a college placement test, the SAT, the ACT, DANTES & CLEP algebra exams.





BEGINNING ALGEBRA


What Will Students Learn?  Integers, set concepts, exponents, roots & radicals, monomials, binomials, polynomials, factoring, absolute value, graphing, inequalities, quadratic equations, & word problems.  Includes pretests.





How Much Time?  On average, fifteen hours.





Best Uses?  Preparing for a college placement test, the SAT, the ACT, DANTES & CLEP algebra exams.





INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA


What Will Students Learn?  Rational sum, difference, product & quotient, points in a plane, graphing linear equations, slope & y-intercept, parallel & perpendicular lines, systems of equations, word problems, probability.  Includes pretests.





How Much Time?  On average, fifteen hours.





Best Uses?  Preparing for a college placement test, the SAT, ACT, CLEP or DANTES algebra exams.





ADVANCED ALGEBRA


What Will Students Learn?  Exponents & radicals, factoring, algebraic fractions, intervals, distance & absolute values, inequalities, lines & slopes, parallel & perpendicular lines, distance & circles, parabolas, ellipses & hyperbolas, graphs of functions, composite & inverse functions, exponential & logarithmic functions, exponential growth & decay.  Includes pretests.





How Much Time?  On average, thirty hours.





Best Uses?  Preparing for the SAT, ACT, or a CLEP or DANTES algebra exam.
